 (A company limited by guarantee and not having a share capital)

CONSTITUTION

Name

The Dava Way Association.

Objects

The objects of the Association are:

For the public benefits, to advance, promote, encourage and facilitate the creation of a cross-country route between Forres and Grantown on Spey along the disused railway line (formerly known as The Highland Line), wherever possible, and link routes in the area.

To further health, by encouraging the pursuit of walking and cycling along the route.

To advance the education of the public, regarding the historical importance of the disused railway line.

Powers

In order to achieve its objectives, the Association shall have the following powers:

They may consult with representatives of voluntary and statutory bodies and with individuals.

They may liase with other like-minded groups and exchange information, including written literature and films.

The Association may raise funds and receive contributions from groups and individuals. These can be in the form of goods and services in kind or in cash. The Association may also seek funding from recognised funding bodies and grant making trusts. Financial records will be kept of all transactions.

The association shall have the power to do all things necessary for the fulfilment of its objects.

Membership

This is available to any person or group who supports the aim and objects of the Association. Interested parties may apply to join by approaching the Chairperson either in person or by writing. The board will then vote on this application. The secretary will keep a register of all members.

Terminating Membership

The board will reserve the right to terminate a membership if they consider that person(s) to be at odds with the objects of the Association. Those concerned in this will have the right to present themselves before the board prior to a vote being taken.

The Board and Office Bearers

A board of up to 7 members shall manage the Association. These will be elected at the inaugural public meeting and may hold their post until they wish to resign or until the board votes to remove them.

The board shall be made up in the following way:

Chairperson.

Secretary (who shall record all minutes, and produce all correspondence on behalf of the Association).

Treasurer (who shall maintain financial records on behalf of the Association).

Up to 4 other members.

The board may elect a President.

The Board may co-opt extra members, as they see fit, for a period time on the basis of their expertise and value to the Association.

Vacancies on the board will be advertised throughout the membership.

The board will have the power to make decisions on behalf of the association. A quorum will be 4 members and the Chairperson shall have a casting vote in the event of a stalemate.

Office bearers and board members cannot gain financially from their positions. This excludes the agreed reimbursement of expenses.

Finance

All money raised by or on behalf of the Association can only be used to further the objects of the Association and may not be used for the benefit of its individual members.

The Treasurer will be responsible for maintaining proper and accurate accounting records. These should be prepared for inspection on an annual basis.

A bank account will be opened in the name of the Association. Cheques will be countersigned by any 2 of the following three office bearers: Chairperson, Treasurer or Secretary.

The board must first approve all expenditure.

The financial year shall run from 1st May until 30th April.

Alterations to the Constitution

A general meeting of all members will be empowered to change this constitution if necessary. Fourteen days notice will be given, of any such intention, to all members. Changes to the constitution must still meet the objects of the Association. A quorum for this purpose shall be twenty five percent.

Dissolution

In order to dissolve the Association, a resolution of all members at a general meeting will be required. In the event of the dissolution of the Association, any assets remaining after the satisfaction of all debts and liabilities shall not be paid to or distributed among the members of the Association but shall be given or transferred to a recognised charitable body or bodies having objects similar to those of the Association.

This constitution was adopted at a meeting held on 25th October 2005. 
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
