The Dava Way Summer Stroll, Saturday 19th June 2010
This midsummer walk takes you along the Dava Way, a 24 mile path between Grantown-on-Spey and Forres.  Almost all of the route follows the old Highland Railway line and is off road and safe from traffic. It passes through a pleasing mix of farmland, woodland and moorland linking Strathspey with the Moray Firth and passing over the Dava Moor.

If you wish to take part in the walk please fill in the application and return it to the address at the bottom of the form before the closing date of 12 June 2010. The form can also be downloaded from our website at davaway.org.uk. Maps of the route are downloadable from our website and the Walkers map of the Moray Way also covers the route comprehensively. This may be obtained by adding £4.25 (£3.50 + £0.75 postage) to your entry cheque. Please enclose a cheque for £11.00 per person payable to the Dava Way Association.  The Association will provide transport to Grantown-on-Spey, lunch at Dunphail, and general administration, completion certificate and medal. Children over the age of 12 years are welcome but must be accompanied by a responsible adult. 
The Dava Way Summer Stroll can be walked in either direction, starting from Forres or Grantown-on-Spey, the idea is that walkers are transported to the start point of their choice and return home on foot. Shorter walks are possible, please see the attached itinerary.      
Walkers should assemble at the Roysvale Park in Forres, (close to Forres Academy) or in The Square at Grantown to register before boarding the coach. 
Tea or Coffee and Burger/Sausage in a bap will be provided at the Dunphail Breathing Place between 12:30 pm and 5 pm. Dunphail is about 15 miles from Grantown and 8 miles from Forres. Expect the walk itself to take around 10 hours for the strollers and 6 hours for the hares!
You should wear good walking boots, the track is rough in places with stones making thick soles advisable. 

You should carry a daypack with midge repellant, waterproof clothing, extra clothing, drinking water, spare food and personal first aid kit.
